ELIGIBILITY:

Awards are available only to accepted and admitted, full-time Art and Design (Transfer) Art majors at V.U.
Students who have previously received one of these awards may reapply for another award only if

they have achieved a minimum of a 3.0 Semester G.P.A. or higher for the previous semester.

Awards are split between two semesters, unless the student graduates after only one more semester. In order to
receive the second half of the award for the second semester of the award, the student must maintain a 3.0 GPA
for the previous semester.
